Dress Code

As children of the King, we strive to show wisdom and good taste in our apparel.  We believe that there is a definite relationship between good dress habits, good work habits, proper school behavior, and a wholesome school atmosphere.   Students are expected to keep their clothing modest, neat, clean, and in good repair.  It is a good thing for students to learn compliance to authority in this area as we submit ourselves to those in charge of our care.  We expect that parents will support the guidelines set forth by the school and those who hold up these policies.  Arguments over proper attire are not fruitful for the growth of the student.  Therefore, we appreciate the cooperation of the parents as well.  

ANY TYPE OF ATTIRE OR APPEARANCE WHICH ATTRACTS UNDUE ATTENTION TO THE WEARER OR DISRUPTS THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS IS NOT ACCEPTABLE.  DRESS FOR THE KING!
Slogans, pictures, patches, or writing on clothing, including jackets, must not detract from a Christ-honoring atmosphere.  Clothing, hairstyle, or jewelry that calls attention to illegal drugs, the occult, abuse, alcohol, tobacco, gangs, sexual messages, racial slurs, profanity, or sub-cultures contrary to the gospel are not permitted.  Students wearing any of these items will be loaned different clothing to wear by the office or be asked to call home to have a parent bring appropriate clothing to school.

Pants must be secured at the waist.  No baggy, sagging pants will be allowed.  No sweat pants, warm ups, or tight-fitting stretch pants.  Stirrup pants or stretch pants that are loose fitting are fine.  Pants may not be frayed or too long.  “Overall” and “bib” straps must also be secured.  No undergarments, including boxer shorts, may show.

No beachwear may be worn.  Footwear must be safe on the playground and secure on the feet.  Beachwear includes bathing suits, short shorts, halter-tops, tank tops, and any clothing that exposes the midriff.  Physical education requires the use of supportive tennis shoes.

No bandannas of any color may be worn.  This includes bandannas worn in any manner, even as part of a hairstyle.  (Bandanna is defined as being a single color scarf with black and/or white bandanna-style print.)  Hats must be removed upon entering the school.

No large chains (on wallets, worn as jewelry, etc.) may be worn.

Chapel Day and Special Days:  Chapel Day is a special time of worshipping the Lord.  Therefore, it is a day to wear dressier cloths.  No shorts or jeans will be allowed.  Parents will be called for a change of clothing.  (One warning may be given if a child forgot.)

Girls may wear dresses or skirts/slacks and blouses.  Sleeveless dresses or blouses must be worn modestly and in good taste.  (i.e., as if the sleeves have been removed.)  No undergarments may show.  Dresses, skirts, or skorts should be of modest length.  Length should be such that modesty is maintained while sitting, bending, or standing.  Girls may wish to wear tights or shorts under their dresses in order to feel more comfortable on the playground.  

Boys are to wear a collared shirt and dress slacks, khaki, or corduroy pants.  They may wear a tie (not required).  

All evening programs and student competitions will require performance dress to be worn by the students.  Performance dress is more formal than chapel day.  Girls should wear a dress or skirt and blouse.  Boys should wear dress slacks and a collared dress shirt.  Tie is optional unless specified.  Dress shoes must be worn for both boys and girls.  

Exceptions:  To promote school spirit, there may be occasional “crazy dress” or “costume” days. 

Dress Code Enforcement:  Parents are responsible to see that their children are dressed properly when they leave for school and will be contacted in cases of repeated violations.  Students will be disciplined for dress code violations based upon flagrancy of offense, attitude, and frequency of offense.  The discipline can range from a warning, to suspension from class until a change is brought from home, to suspension from school.
